o Year 10 &I | PE students will be carrying out practical moderation. These students will be advised
separately;

e Year |3 students should arrive as normal at 8:30am and will be dismissed at 3pm;

e Students classed as vulnerable should arrive as normal at 8:30am;

e Students in Years 7-10 and Year 12 will study from home on this day.

We are working closely with our staff union representatives and Hackney Education to keep up to date with
the situation, and | will inform you as soon as possible if arrangements change further.

| appreciate that this will create some disruption for parents, and | thank you once again for your continued
support of Cardinal Pole and your child’s education in partnership with us. It is important to say that individual
schools will be affected in different ways by this industrial action, and not every school will be able to offer
the same level of provision across the borough.
