You will be sent further
details with an exact appointment time. This event is for both you and your child to attend so that we can learn
more about your child and how best to support your child through this transition from primary to secondary
education.

Primary Visits — May and June

This will continue as normal, we aim to visit every primary school for an informal discussion with your child. On the
day we will also meet with their Year 6 class teacher and a representative from the school’s pastoral team so that
key teaching & learning and pastoral information can be shared with us.
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Year 6 Transition Day — Thursday 7th July 2022

A chance for your child to spend the whole day in school, meet new classmates as well as many of their teachers.
The day will be spent getting to know key people, getting to know their way round the new school building as well
as receiving lunch in our canteen. There will also be an opportunity to experience a ‘retreat’. As a part of the Catholic
Life of the School, we place Christ at the centre of all that we do, in both our work and our relationships. Parents
are not required to stay for this day.
