Uniform Reminders

May I remind parents/carers that we have a strict uniform policy at school (available to view on
our website) which precludes the wearing of non-uniform scarves, hats etc. If seen in school
or the community, they will be confiscated. Please note that it is only Years 11 & 13 that are
permitted to wear plain black coats, all other year groups must wear the Cardinal Pole School
coat. Black socks only should be worn.
