CHRISTMAS ASSESSMENT WEEK: 1st – 5th DECEMBER 2025 (Year 10)  

  

From Monday 1st December, all students will be following a bespoke timetable for their Christmas Assessments 

(AP1). The school day will start at the usual time of 8.35am with students expected to arrive at 8.30am. Rather 

than attending lessons, the day is then divided into three 1.5-hour slots during which students will either complete 

exams in their form rooms or participate in master classes for their core subjects (English, Maths, Science and RE). 

The final session finishes as usual at 3pm and students will be dismissed from their final exam of the day at this time.

1.30pm-3.00pm: Session Three

will finish at the end of session 2 with an extended break time for all students to receive lunch. This will mean 

all students who are on site will be dismissed at the end of session two.
